A Twenty-First Century Strategy for the Local Baptist  
Association 

Part 4 
  David Olson, church statistician, lists some very sur-
prising facts about the American church.  He says mainline 
churches have been declining in membership for 40 years.  
Stats show that the larger churches are getting larger and small 
churches are getting smaller.  Let us look at some of these 
facts: 
Church attendance has been slowing down in this decade.  
Evangelical church growth slowed down significantly in the 
last year – from an average growth throughout this decade of 
0.8%, to a gain of only 0.3% in the last year.  Mainline 
churches declined faster than before. 

Established churches that were over 40 years old, on aver-
age declined in attendance.  The startling fact is that 
every decade of churches that started prior to 1990 
declined in attendance last year. 

The current increase in the number of church plants is only 
about one quarter of what is needed to keep up with 
population growth.  Twenty five hundred new 
churches are needed each year to keep up with popula-
tion growth. 

Every year more than 4000 churches close their doors 
compared to just over 1000 new church starts. 

Given the declining numbers and closures of churches as 
compared to new church starts, there should have been 
over 38,000 new churches started to keep up with the 
population growth. 
What has happened? All church researchers agree the 

church is in a disastrous state.  If these statistics are true, the 
vast majority of our churches are spiritually unhealthy.  An 
unhealthy church cannot partner with church plants.  If it does, 
it will produce another unhealthy church.   

There are two important TRUTHES revealed in these 
studies. 

Truth 1:  The older established churches are in       
decline.  87% - 92% are in plateau or decline and on their way 
to death.   These churches are worthy of help and encourage-
ment.   

  Truth 2: We need to plant churches.  It is clear the 
population growth rate is far greater than the rate of church 
plants.  This reveals we need 2500 new churches started each 
year to keep up with population growth, and at best only 68% 
of the church plants will survive after year four. 

We must help unhealthy churches and plant more 
churches.  We must begin to be concerned with those churches 
that are in plateau and or decline.  This is our only hope of 
fulfilling the work of the Kingdom in America.  The local 
Baptist association is the key to making this a reality.  This is 
where my heart is.  Let's work together to do Kingdom work.
