A Twenty-First Century Strategy for the Local  
Baptist Association 

Part 2 
 The roots of the local Baptist Association go back 300 
years. Associations are not new to Baptist life.  The next few 
paragraphs will give a brief history of the Baptist Association. 

During the Seventeenth Century, the Baptist churches 
in England developed local associations that worked with the 
area churches in two particular areas:   ministry and care for 
one another and mutual assistance to each other.   

The first association in America was the Philadelphia 
Association, formed in 1707.  The Charleston Association 
founded in 1751 focused on training/educating pastors for 
ministry and missions.  The Association sent missionaries to 
the frontiers of America to plant churches. 

Shubal Stearnes, a Baptist preacher, was converted 
under the preaching of George Whitefield. He was invited to 
North Carolina where there was not any Baptist work within a 
hundred miles. Stearns and others traveled to North Carolina 
and settled at Sandy Creek in 1755.  They organized and built 
the Sandy Creek Baptist Church (our own Sandy Creek). 

Stearns preached the necessity of the new birth and 
hard against sin. By 1758 because of a revival known as the 
Great Awakening the Sandy Creek Baptist Association was 
organized. The association had a heart for missions. In 17 
years, the Sandy Creek association became the founder of 42 
churches. By 1770 the Sandy Creek association had grown to 
the extent that they formed two new associations, one in South 
Carolina, and the other in Virginia 

In the Nineteenth Century, because of the develop-
ment of state and national conventions, the focus of the asso-
ciation shifted from fellowship and assistance to implementing 
the work of the convention.  The association became the    
conventions major promoter. 

Between 1917 and 1935, the association changed    
direction again.  These changes were a result of the redefined 
ministry of the local church.  The association became a field 
service agent for the denomination and a main missionary 
agency to the local churches. 

Between 1935 and the last of the twentieth century, 
the association filled the role of direct link from the denomina-
tion to the churches mainly as a conduit for denominational 
information. Both state and national conventions formed their 
own Associational Mission departments to assist the work 
of the local association and its missionary. 

The landscape of ministry has changed drastically 
in the past 20 years.  In this Twenty First Century, many 
Christians have no clear Christian World View.  Un-
healthy churches and hurting pastor's call for a new strat-
egy in the association.  We must change to meet these 
desperate times.
